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	This car, dated by its engine as 1919, carries the name Peerless on the radiator. Like all Speedsters it is a special built using contemporary components. It is much lower than a standard T with a down-cranked front axle (with coil dampers)and a height reducing extension to the chassis rear. It has twin carburettors, a three speed gearbox, a Ruxtell two speed axle, Rocky Mountain brakes, wire wheels, a much lowered steering column with a sliding steering wheel for ease of driver access, a monocle windscreen and a very sporty exhaust system. It has clearly been very well built and is finished to a higher standard than many amateur built Speedsters. It could be real fun on sprints and hill climbs and is definitely not for the shy retiring type or the faint of heart!
